1. Call Appeals Hearing to Order Commissioner Wester noted he would be conducting the hearing in the Chairman's absence and would be abstaining from voting. The hearing was called to order at 5:20 p.m. Commissioner Wester thanked and welcomed everyone in attendance. 
2. Approval of Agenda: Commissioner Swails motioned to approve the agenda as presented. Commissioner Foster seconded the motion. No discussion. All were in favor, 3-0.

A. Item for Appeal:  Electrical Permit Appeal - Nathan Cross, 357 Old Chism Trail 
i. Mr. Nathan Cross addressed the board with his disputes against the planning and zoning department and Bureau Veritas inspection findings. 

After presenting, Commissioner Wester asked Mr. Cross to clarify what exactly he was appealing. 

Mr. Cross stated that he wanted the power to be turned back on and for the planning and zoning department to honor that. He also asked if there would be time for a rebuttal period after the planning and zoning presented. Commissioner Wester stated there is no rebuttal period.

Commissioner Franklin asked why the board was inspecting the work of Hart County.

Commissioner Swails explained we were not here about Hart County business; the board is hearing an appeal regarding a denied electrical permit in Franklin County. Hart EMC is the provider of services. 

Commissioner Franklin stated he did not understand why Franklin County would be reviewing the work of Hart EMC and Commissioner Wester explained they weren't and that Hart EMC will not release power until individuals have passed Franklin County inspections programs.

ii. Commissioner Wester called Planning and Zoning Director Scott DeLozier to present.

Director DeLozier presented the findings in relation to the zoning regulations, the application, and inspections documents from Bureau Veritas and the planning and zoning department for why the electrical application was denied. 

iii. Bureau Veritas Inspector Billy Vandiver addressed the board verifying that in his professional opinion, the electrical permit should be denied until all issues found in the inspections process were corrected for safety reasons. 

B. Commissioner Wester asked for a motion to approve or deny the appeal. Commissioner Swails motioned to deny the appeal. Commissioner Foster seconded the motion. No discussion. All were in favor, 3-0.

County Attorney Samuels notified the board and the appealing party, Mr. Cross that they will receive a copy of board adopted written findings signed by the board at a later date and that the decision of the appeal is final. 
Commissioner Wester closed the public hearing at 6:06 p.m. and announced the board would take a 15 minute recess before the work session.
