1. Call Public Hearing Meeting to Order Chairman Macomson called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. He thanked and welcomed everyone in attendance. 

2. Public Hearing Items for Discussion
A. Brian Devine, 235 Hembree Park Dr, Roswell, Ga, has reviewed his application for a Conditional Use Permit to build a 199 ft wireless communications tower on a 5-acre tract. The property is located at 50 Jim Grizzle Rd and is further identified as Tax Parcel 040-068. No one spoke in favor of, or against. 
B. Aubery Lunsford, 2234 Careytown Rd, Royston, GA, reviewed his application for a Conditional Use Permit to build a six-house poultry farm on a 145.64-acre tract. The property is located at 3309 Careytown Rd and is further identified as Tax Parcels 040-022A & 032-046. No one spoke in favor of, or against.
C. Aubery Lunsford, 2234 Careytown Rd, Royston, GA reviewed his application to rezone from AI (Agriculture Intensive) to RS (Residential Single Family) on a 8.0-acre tract and a 8.0 acre tract. The properties are located on South Fairview Rd and are further identified as Tax Parcels 054-004A & 054-004C.
Chairman Macomson asked about the water source & Mr. Lunsford stated it would be county water.
No one spoke in favor of, or against.
Aubery Lunsford, 2234 Careytown Rd, Royston, GA has filed an application for a proposed subdivision of an 8.00-acre tract and an 8.00-acre tract. The properties are located on South Fairview Rd and are further identified as Tax Parcels 054-004A & 054-004C. Chairman Macomson asked if there would be any buffers & Mr. Lunsford stated they would just be following the county setbacks. Chairman Macomson also asked how the surrounding area was zoned and Director DeLozier stated it was ag-intensive. No one spoke in favor of, or against.
D. Clifford Greenway, 381 Sims Bridge Rd, Commerce, Ga, presented his application for a Conditional Use Permit to build a two-house poultry farm on a 25.15-acre tract. The property is located at 1579 Stonebridge Rd and is further identified as Tax Parcel 054-044. 
Chairman Macomson recused himself from this portion of the hearing as he is related to the parties involved and left the room. Commissioner Franklin conducted this portion of the meeting. The Greenway's stated that despite their lack of a commitment letter they had received verbal agreement from a poultry company, which they believed had been compromised since the disclosure of said company at the planning and zoning meeting where they first presented their plans. Director DeLozier stated he had researched the matter at the request of the zoning board since there were concerns over possible bio-hazard issues with cross-contamination with the types of houses being suggested and the closeness of the houses. Director DeLozier reached out to a scientific expert in the field at UGA who expressed concerns over the density of the poultry house population in Franklin County and was conducting studies on the subject. After much discussion, Dir. DeLozier stated the planning and zoning board made the recommendation to table the matter until an official letter of intent was received. Mrs. Elizabeth Bryan spoke in favor of the Greenway's application.  
Chairman Macomson closed the public hearing at 6:00 p.m.
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
